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Exhaust scrubbers and biodiesel are required for all mobile equipment. The general contractor inspects all equipment to ensure it meets the requirements prior to use on the site and issues a use sticker for each piece of equipment.

Language example:

“All diesel powered equipment must be equipped with exhaust scrubbers and must be fueled by bio-diesel fuel.  All mobile equipment must be inspected and maintained by the contractor.

Barton Malow issues an approval for use sticker for each piece of mobile equipment that has proper inspection documentation and emission control devices prior to the use of the equipment.”
