In 1995, the Department of Environmental Facilities (DEF) of Westchester 
County, NY enacted an environmental policy to prevent pollution and 
exceed legal regulatory requirements where practical. The county's 
Department of Public Works' bid solicitation requires contractors to use 
ultra-low diesel fuel and vehicles that are retrofitted with diesel oxidation 
catalysts (DOCs) or crankcase vent filters (CVFs), or have engines 
certified to the 2007 US EPA standard for particulate matter (PM).
