This game was inspired by the NC Department of Environment and Natural Resources (DENR) Air Jeopardy Game (http://daq.state.nc.us/cgi-bin/aakids.cgi?actcd=0) and redesigned by Ingrid Ward of the EPA Office of Air Quality Planning and Standards (OAQPS), Information Transfer and Program Integration Division (ITPID).
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The original game was developed with the assistance of Paul Almodovar of the Emission Standards Division (ESD) for a presentation at the 2002 Environmental Summit.  Our goal was to get members of the audience thinking about the recently promulgated Paper and Other Web Coating (POWC) MACT in a fun and different way.   
Requests to use the game for other MACT training, Earth Day and for grade-school presentations prompted Ingrid Ward to modify the game for more generic purposes and for a variety of subject matters.  If questions and answers found within these games were obtained from other sources, these sources are identified in the Answer Sheet and on the last slide of the Final Jeopardy game.

Versions:  A variety of Jeopardy game versions are available as listed below.  These instructions can be used for any one of the versions.   Each version will run on Power Point XP, Power Point 2000 and Power Point 1997, however, the game is only fully functionally in Power Point XP.  

***Problems with Power Point 2000/1997 versions***  In the Power Point 2000 or 1997 versions, the numbers on the trivia screen used to “bet” do not disappear as they do in the XP version.  For this reason, it is recommended that if you use the 2000 or 1997 versions, that you also put an example of the trivia screen on a blackboard or Easel pad to keep track of selections made.

Editing Files:  Due to the complex nature of files that need to work together to make the game work, we recommend that anyone modifying the game beyond basic changes shown in these instructions should be familiar with Power Point XP advanced functions such as animation, grouping and order.  Please note, there is no technical support available for this game. 
Materials You’ll Need

1.  Jeopardy games will run on Microsoft Power Point XP, 2000 or 1997, however, the game is only fully functional in Microsoft XP (see important information above).   We recommend using a Computer or Laptop with a large amount of RAM - running the game on a computer with low RAM causes screen delay problems.   Make sure you test your presentation on the computer before you use it.
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2.  A CD that contains a “{shared file}” folder and a list of Jeopardy game folders.  Each folder will contain files needed to run the game.  Later in the instructions, you’ll be asked to move the appropriate folders to your C: drive.
Decrease in Reaction Times:  As you go down in Power Point version number, there is an increased delay in screen actions, even when running on higher RAM.  We suggest you allow a few additional minutes to the play the game, especially if you are using the Power Point 1997 version. 
Instructions

These instructions apply to all the Jeopardy versions.  This means that screen shots of the game may not necessarily match your specific game.  The instructions themselves, however, are still applicable.

These instructions are broken down into the following three sections:

· Getting the Feel of the Game

I. Getting Started

Saving files to your hard drive

To access the Jeopardy game, do all of the following:
Step 1:  Move the “Jeopardy [shared files]” folder and the appropriate game folder(s) directly onto your C: drive.  Do not attempt to put the folders in other drives or in other folder names.  

Optional - Read Only files:  The files you move to your C: drive will be “read only” and can not be edited.  If you plan on editing the files in anyway, an easy way to remove “read only” is to:
· Go into windows explorer and your C: drive
· Select the folder you moved to your C: drive

· To highlight all the files within that folder, select “edit” then “select all”

· Right click a highlighted file and hit “properties”

· Uncheck “read only”  (sometimes you may have to click more than once)

· Files can now be edited.  Repeat for other folders you have transferred.

Step 2:  You will now be working from you C: drive files.  

Open Power Point and open file “main screen.ppt” in the game folder.  All files are linked from here including files to the “trivia” screen and the “final jeopardy” screen.  
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(left-right)  Main Screen, Trivia Screen, Final Jeopardy Screen
II. Getting the Feel of the Game
Accessing files from the Main Screen

Once you have “main screen.ppt” open, there is no need to open any of the other files – all files necessary to run the program can be linked from this screen and will open other screens automatically.  Links only work while the slide show is running.  
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Step 3:  Open “main screen.ppt” and run the slide show.  
Step 4:  Once you run the slideshow, you’ll need to click once anywhere to start the animation.   As the long jeopardy tune plays, things may happen (e.g., letters may spin, categories may fly in).

If nothing happens for a period of time, or you want something to stop, simply click your mouse to advance to the next action.  Word 2000 and 1997 versions have slower response times than the XP version when you want an action to stop.
You will need speakers attached to your laptop for the audience to hear sound.  

Step 5:  Hit ‘Click Here” to go to the ‘trivia screen’.  

The Trivia Screen

The game is played just as the TV game Jeopardy except there is no daily double or Double Jeopardy.    
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Step 6:  Have an audience member select a category and a number.  To select any individual box, simply click on it.
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Step 7:  Once you make a selection, you will be sent to the ‘answer’ screen.  Participants must come up with the “question”.  When you’re ready to show the correct “question”, simply click anywhere on the screen to advance the slide.  Once you’re done with the “question” screen, simply click anywhere to go back to the trivia screen.   
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Caution:  You may get a blank screen once you’ve clicked out of the “question” screen.  To get back to the “trivia” screen, simply click your mouse button once more.
Step 8:  Once you get back to the trivia screen, you will notice that your selection ‘disappears’.

Problems with Power Point 2000/1997.  In the Power Point 2000 or 1997 versions, the numbers on the trivia screen do not disappear as they do in the XP version.  For this reason, it is recommended that if you use the 2000 or 1997 versions, that you also put an example of the trivia screen on a blackboard or Easel pad to keep track of selections made

Step 9:  You can access Final Jeopardy or the applause button from the bottom right hand corner of the screen.  
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Playing Final Jeopardy

Step 10:  Hit Final Jeopardy from the bottom right hand corner of the trivia screen.  

Step 11:  To play Final Jeopardy, hit ‘Click Here’ on the left side of the screen.  You will then be directed to the Final Jeopardy “category screen”.  
Your participants will now place their bets for Final Jeopardy based on this category.  
Step 12:  Once participants have placed their bets, advance to the next screen.  This is the “answer screen”.   
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Step 13:  To the right of the title on the answer screen is a link to the Jeopardy “Thinking Song.”  Players have until the conclusion of the song to think about their answers (or should I say questions).  
Once the song is done, ask the contestants for their answer and advance to the next slide to see the correct “question”.

 Step 14:  The last slide provides game credits for the Questions and Answers.
III.  Editing Files to Meet Your Needs

Editing the Main Screen

Open the file “main screen.ppt.”   The main screen is really nothing more than text boxes, any of which you can edit by selecting the text box and editing the text to meet your needs.   

Important:  For advanced users.   Actions that are automated can be accessed by right clicking the object and then selecting custom automation.  We do not recommend that you alter any of the automation settings unless you have advanced knowledge of Power Point “entrance/exit/timing” functions as well as “link” and “order” functions.
Editing the Trivia Screen

Step 15:  Open the file “trivia screen.ppt.”   You may edit the main header (e.g, “Generic Jeopardy”) and any of the column headings (e.g., “Acronyms”). 

Caution:  We do not recommend that you change any of the numerical values since these values are linked to other files with automated actions and altering them may cause the game to function improperly.    


Step 16:  You’ll need to change the question and answer portion of the game to meet your needs.  Once you have determined what questions you want under each category, you will edit the Q&A by going into individual files.

For example, to edit information under “Chemistry for 100” (which is in column 1) open the file called “Column 1_100.ppt”.    “Tips for 400” would likewise be associated with the file “Column 4_400.ppt”.  

Step 17:  Once you’ve opened the file you want to edit, simply click on the text in the answer and question screens and change the text to meet your needs.  
Editing Final Jeopardy

Step 18:  Open the file “final jeopardy.ppt.”   The process for editing this file is similar to the trivia screen except all information associated with the Final Jeopardy game is located in one file.  After you edit the Final Jeopardy screen (e.g., change the header and subpart information, etc.), simply go to the next slide in that file to edit the category and the answer and question text portions of the game.    
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End of instructions.

Selection disappears so you can keep track of what’s already been selected.
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
