� The initial semiannual report must cover the period beginning on December 5, 2005 and June 30, 2006.  the compliance date and ends on June 30 or December 31, whichever date is the first date following the end of the calendar half immediately following the compliance date. (63.3400(c)(1)) 


� The initial semiannual report must cover the period beginning on startup or December 4, 2002, whichever is later, and and ends on June 30 or December 31, whichever date is the first date six months immediately following the compliance date. (63.3400(c)(1))
