Status of State Plansfor Municipal Solid Waste Landfills

Overview

The following three tables show which sates, locdities, and territories have submitted negative
declarations or state plansto EPA to cover existing municipa solid waste (MSW) landfills! We (EPA)
are providing the tables to help you (the public, governments, and industry) see what MSW landfills are
subject to ether a date plan or to afederd plan. States must send us their plans for regulating existing
MSW landfills. For states that don't submit plansto us, we must prepare and enforce our federa plan.
We proposed this federa plan December 16, 1998 and published it in the Federal Register on
November 8, 1999. It became effective on January 7, 2000. State plans and the federd plan
implement and enforce the requirements of the MSW Iandfill air emisson guiddines that appeared in the
Federal Register on March 12, 1996.

Indian tribes have the option of submitting triba plans, though none has so far. If an exising MSW
landfill islocated in Indian Country and a Tribe lacks an effective triba plan, our federd plan coversthe
landfill.

Table 1 lists those areas that have submitted negative declarations, Table 2 lists areas that have
effective sate plans, and Table 3 lists areas that have not submitted negative declarations and do not
currently have an effective sate plan.

Table 1 - States, Localitiesand Territoriesthat Submitted Negative Declar ations

Exising MSW landfills located in States, locdities, and territories that submit negetive declarations will

be subject to our federd plan. A negative declaration can be made only in ether of two cases:

C There are no exising MSW landfills.

C There are no existing MSW landfills that require ingtaling and operating a gas collection and
control system.?

A negative declaration must include areport of the landfill’s design capacity if the Sate, locdlity, or

territory has landfills that fit into the second bulleted category.

! Exiging MSW landfills are those that: 1) commenced construction, reconstruction or
modification before May 30, 1991 and have not been modified or reconstructed on or after that date
and 2) have accepted waste since November 8, 1987 or have capacity for future waste deposition.

2 MSW landfills that have a design capacity of 2.5 million megagrams and 2.5 miillion cubic
meters or larger must indal a gas collection and control system if they emit 50 megagrams per year or
more of nonmethane organic compound emissons.



If the permitted design capacity of the landfill increases so that it meets the threshold for ingtalling and
operating a gas collection and control system, then we will consder the landfill new and treat it under
the New Source Performance Standard for MSW landfills rather than under the emission guidelines.

Exiging MSW landfillsin states, locdities and territories that have EPA-approved and effective state
plans are subject to the state plan and not our federd plan. Exceptions:

C Thewhole sate plan or apart of it is vacated (made legdly void).

C The state plan is changed to make it less stringent than the emission guidelines,

Exiging MSW landfillsin states, localities, and territories listed in Table 3 are subject to our federd plan
unless we approve a state plan and it becomes effective® States, locdities, and territories that have
submitted State plans that we are reviewing (column 2) or that are expecting to submit a state plan
(column 3) and do, will be subject to their Sate plansif we gpprove them. If we receive a dtate plan
after the federd planisfina, wewill review the sate plan and gpproveit if it meetsthe criteriafor an
approvable state plan.*

Exiging landfills are likely to be subject to our find federd plan in Sates, locdlities, and territories that
are not expected to submit a state plan (column 4). If such adtate, locdity, or territory requests and is
granted delegation of the federd plan, then it (not EPA) will implement and enforce the federd plan.
