SUPPLEMENTARY | NFORVATI ON: The EPA pronul gat ed st andards of
performance for new MSWIandfills and em ssion gui delines
for existing MWl andfills on March 12, 1996. These

standards of performance and em ssion guidelines, which were
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devel oped under section 111 of the Cean Air Act (CAA),
regul ate em ssions of nonnethane organi ¢ conpounds from MSW
[andfills. Section 111(d) of the CAA requires States to
submt a Plan to the EPA that addresses how States w ||
regul ate, inplenment and enforce standards of perfornmance on
existing MWl andfills. This requirenent is codified under
40 CFR 60. 23.

However, the EPA Adm nistrator is allowed to extend the
period for subm ssion of a section 111(d) Pl an under
40 CFR 60. 27 whenever he or she determines it is necessary.
Al aska, ldaho, Illinois, Kentucky, New York, North Carolina,
Sout h Carolina, Tennessee, Texas and Washi ngton have al
shown good faith in devel oping and commtting to submt
their Plans by the dates specified in this notice. Based on
EPA' s analysis of the State requests, the foll ow ng
extensions are granted: Al aska, |daho and Tennessee are
grant ed extensions to Decenber 31, 1997; South Carolina is
granted an extension to January 15, 1998; Kentucky is
granted an extension to February 15, 1998; Washington is
granted an extension to May 31, 1998; North Carolina is
granted an extension to July 1, 1998; New York is granted an
extension to July 5, 1998 and Illinois and Texas are granted
extensions to July 31, 1998.
